5.Statement by the Director  
 
Telling a story of a city, moreover – using faces, is a great challenge. Creative dilemmas 

unite into one logical conceptual framework, in which the spectator becomes the 

protagonist – the one who see, who listens, who explores, who communicates, 

understands, chooses, experiences along.  

Filling the story line with visual fragments of places, faces and nature, as an integral part 

of Sofia’s atmosphere, complete and unfold the authentic stories of the characters.  

Thus, by means of an informally told story of people, some of whom known, ad other – 

not so well known, and through emotional walks around Sofia, we end up feeling this city 

somewhat more familiar and closer to us, we start looking deeper than the faces, we 

start remembering the places.  

This movie is about the persistency of the spirit and about its strength. It’s about how 

some of the characters – quietly, gently and persistently (like water) carve the stone of 

all walls, and others – angrily, loudly and irreconcilably (like fire) blow the walls up. And 

some other – like wind – are light and put no effort eliminating all obstacles, while yet 

others – like earth – turn into walls themselves, even higher than the ones stopping 

them, which remain in the shadow of their feet, unseen by all.  

This movie is not about walls, it’s about people who jump over walls, who take walls 

down, who destroy walls. It’s about the people who do what they love, REGARDLESS of 

all, not because of it. And most importantly - deep from within the soul, not claiming 

merit, uniqueness and historical significance.  

This movie is about the music of the city, the music that makes all this possible.
